General rules of behavior

Hardhats are required inside factory buildings.

Ear protection is required in designated production areas.

Eye protection is required in laboratories and in designated 

production areas.

Sturdy footwear is required for visitors who exclusively

visit pedestrian areas and transportation routes. Safety 

shoes are required when visiting production areas.

The touching of material and machinery by visitors is 

strictly forbidden.

Smoking is permitted within the factory buildings only in 

designated smoking areas.

The consumption of alcoholic beverages and other 

intoxicants is forbidden!

The consumption of food and drinks is permitted only in 

designated areas.
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Entering the factory premises exposes visitors to 
specific dangerous situations. For your own safety 
and to ensure a trouble-free visit, please comply with 
the following regulations.
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General traffic regulations

	 Standard road rules are valid on the factory premises. The

	 speed limit is 30 km/h for all vehicles. Speeds must be

	 adapted to the specific risk situation within factory buildings.

	 Track-bound vehicles (factory train) and cranes always

 	 have priority.

		

	 Never walk or drive under levitating loads. 

	 Motorized vehicles must have their lights

	 turned on within factory buildings.

	 Marked footpaths must be used when available.
